PLAN:
1. For her diabetes, this is stable. We will continue Tradjenta 5 mg daily and recheck a hemoglobin A1c and a comprehensive metabolic panel in three months.

2. For her hypertension, continue diltiazem 120 mg daily, hydralazine 25 mg three times per day, and isosorbide 60 mg daily. Maintain a blood pressure goal less than 130/80.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, continue Zetia 10 mg each evening and Crestor 40 mg daily.

4. For her hyperparathyroidism, the patient had an elevated PTH level in the past of 149. I checked her current vitamin D 25-hydroxy level and it is low at 13.9. Therefore, I will start the patient on ergocalciferol 50,000 IU weekly to increase the stored form of vitamin D. I will also check the patient’s active form of vitamin D checking a vitamin D 125-hydroxy level. We will review the results prior to her return in three months.

5. For her endstage renal disease, this is stable. She is to followup with Dr. Oliveros at the dialysis center.
