Plan:

1. For his diabetes, I will continue Lantus 20 units at bedtime. I will change his glyburide to glimepiride 4 mg twice daily and continue Januvia 100 mg daily. I will discontinue the Actos therapy. Notably, I have considered discontinuing the Januvia and switching him to Victoza. I believe this may achieve him better glycemic control. The patient states that he just refilled his Januvia prescription and would like to finish this before starting a new medication. Therefore, we will do this listed regimen and recheck his glycemic control in six to eight weeks. I have also adjusted his Novolin R sliding scale to start at 150 mg/dL. He will take 3 units if his blood glucose is between 150 and 200 then 4 units if his blood sugar is between 201 and 250 then increasing by 2 units for every 50 mg/dL glucose greater than 250.

2. For his hyperlipidemia, continue pravastatin 40 mg daily and we will check a lipid panel prior to his return.

3. For his hypertension, continue Benicar 20 mg once daily and maintain the blood pressure goal to be less than 130/80.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in his management.
