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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This patient was initially seen in this office because of significant fluid retention and profound hypokalemia that was secondary to the use of a combination of loop diuretics and thiazide-like diuretics. The patient was approached with the low sodium diet, a fluid restriction of 40 ounces in 24 hours and the occasional administration of the furosemide, and so far has been very stable. The patient has remained in 206 pounds. In the physical examination, he has distally some pitting edema, but not as much as compared to the one that he used to have.

2. The hypokalemia has resolved.

3. The patient has benign prostatic hypertrophy that is followed by Dr. Pobi.

4. The patient has coronary artery disease that has been in remission and very stable.
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
