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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The hypertension is present for a lengthy period of time and the patient has been very well compensated. This blood pressure is under control. We are going to continue with the same medications.

2. The patient has hypothyroidism - on replacement therapy, very well compensated. The thyroid function tests are within the range.

3. The patient has an estimated GFR of above 60 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria. The urinalysis is completely clean.

4. Peripheral neuropathy that has been treated with the administration of Lyrica.

5. COPD related to smoking that is followed by the pulmonologist.

6. The patient has osteoporosis. She went to see the rheumatologist Dr. Montsdeoca, who ordered a bone densitometry that is consistent with significant osteoporosis. A followup appointment is coming up. We will reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
