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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient has a renal cell carcinoma of the left kidney that was evaluated at the Moffitt Cancer Center. A partial nephrectomy was performed and the patient has been followed by them. She had an appointment last week and in that appointment, it was determined that the functioning of the left kidney is minimal, if any. She has maintained a protein-creatinine ratio that is within normal range and most importantly, the serum creatinine has remained stable. The estimated GFR is around 40 to 45 mL/min. We are going to monitor closely.

2. The patient has hypertension that is under control.

3. The patient has been complained of chest pains and this is a patient that in the past had PTCAs. An appointment with the cardiologist was made by me personally because it is important in this particular case that in a patient that has history of hypertension, anemia, and hyperlipidemia, to give a close followup.

4. Vitamin B12 deficiency - on replacement therapy.

5. Hyperlipidemia, under control. At this point, we are going to continue reevaluation in three months.
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
