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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient was admitted in the early part of November 2012 after he sustained a fall, in which a subdural hematoma was identified. The patient was flown to Tampa. Intervention was not necessary. The patient was in the hospital and was released. He went home and has been taking physical therapy, and is feeling better. Fortunately, there was no evidence of fracture.

2. The patient has chronic kidney disease stage IV that has remained stable despite the fact that he became anemic and despite the fact that he sustained a fracture. There is no evidence of proteinuria.

3. The patient has iron deficiency. Apparently, the supplementation with Nu-Iron has not been given because of the Insurance issues. We are going to switch him to iron sulfate one tablet p.o. b.i.d.

4. Vitamin D deficiency. Continues to have the same problem with the Insurance. For that reason, we are going to try a different formulation of vitamin D 2000 units on a daily basis and see if we are able to get it covered by the Insurance.

5. The patient has hypertension that is under control.

6. Atherosclerotic heart disease that has been compensated. The patient did not retain fluid. He did not develop congestive heart failure. We have to reevaluate the case in a couple of weeks. We are going to order the pertinent laboratory workup.
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
