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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient has chronic kidney disease that is stage III, which is most likely related to a diffuse atherosclerotic process. The patient has a history of peripheral vascular disease, TIAs, and abdominal aortic aneurysm among other things. The 
protein-creatinine ratio in the urine is within normal range. There is no evidence of proteinuria and the sediment does not seem to be active, even though they report hyaline casts, but I do not know the clinical meaning as we speak.

2. The patient has arterial hypertension that remains very well under control.

3. Peripheral vascular disease and abdominal aortic aneurysm that is followed very so often with the abdominal ultrasound.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

5. The main concern is the chronic obstructive pulmonary disease related to smoking practice that he continues, and that we discouraged. Taking into consideration that he is in fairly stable condition, we are going to give him an appointment to see us in six months.
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
