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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION: This patient comes here today, complaining of pain in the lower left chest that has been present from time to time for two to three days, but the most important thing is that to the physical examination, there is tenderness to palpation in the rib area that is similar to the pain that she is complaining of. In talking to the patient, she has been coughing in the past, and this could be a reason for this pain. I doubt that this patient had any cardiovascular or cardiopulmonary source of pain. The laboratory workup is satisfactory. What we are going to do is continue with the Tylenol, hot compresses observed, and the patient will let us know what is the outcome of this discomfort that she is complaining about.
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
