Michelle is here today because she has had a productive cough. About five weeks ago, she saw one of my partners. She was diagnosed with viral syndrome, had reactive airway disease. She was put on two inhalers. She thought markedly better from that. She saw me a little over a week ago. She had symptoms of yeast in the vaginal area. She is put on Diflucan. She felt like that region of her body got much better and less pruritic. She had no discharge. Today, she is here because a few days ago, she suddenly started feeling lethargic and sick. She has not been febrile. She feels chilled. She is exhausted all the time. Her cough is productive with a sputum color that varies between white and yellow. She has no neck stiffness. No headache or visual changes. She has no abdominal pain, nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. She has no polymyalgia or polyarthralgia. Her symptoms have been going on for few days. No one else is sick at home, but she is exposed to sick people. She is a nonsmoker.

PE:

General: Well-appearing and in no acute distress.

Head: Normocephalic and atraumatic.

Eyes: Conjunctivae clear. EOM intact. PERRL. Fundi benign.

Ears: EACs patent and intact. TMs translucent and mobile, and ossicles normal in appearance.

Nose: Red turbinates.

Mouth: Posterior pharynx clear. No oral lesions noted.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy, no thyromegaly.

Cardiovascular: Regular rhythm. No murmur, gallop, or click.

Lungs: Possible faint rales heard right lower lobe.

Abdomen: Bowel sounds positive. Nontender, nondistended, no masses. No hepatomegaly or splenomegaly.

Extremities: No clubbing, cyanosis, or edema.

Pulses: Good upstroke. Tibial and dorsalis pedis pulses 2+/4 bilaterally.

Neuro: Gait is normal. Reflexes 2+/4 bilaterally. Strength 5+/5 bilaterally.

ASSESSMENT:

.OP: Bronchitis.

.OP: Bronchospasm.

PLAN: I am going to go cover her with antibiotics and inhalers. I will give her some more yeast medicine. Chest x-ray two-view was done. Official read is pending. Nebulizer using albuterol was given. There was actually little more wheezing. After the nebulizer treatment, pulse oximeter was above 98%. I will see her back on Monday to see how she is doing and see that she is recovering nicely or earlier if needed.
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
