ROS:

Pulmonary: Negative.

Cardiovascular: Negative.

GI: Negative.

Endocrine: Negative.

He shows me his blood sugars. They are in the 100 range. He has been doing excellent and has been able to wean back on his regular insulin.

Skin: Suspicious less than 0.5 cm irregular lesion on the dorsum of the left hand.

ASSESSMENT:

.OP: Physical exam.

.OP: Left hand neoplasm.

PLAN: CBC, chemistry, lipid, PSA, and hemoglobin A1c was done. Guaiac x1 was negative today. Prostate bed showed no abnormality. Prostate is not present.

PROCEDURE NOTE: The area on his hand is prepped with Betadine x 2. 1% lidocaine with epinephrine approximately 1 cc is injected in a sterile fashion. Using a size-4 punch, the lesion is dissected out. Hemostasis is achieved with silver nitrate and direct pressure. Wound care was discussed. I will see him back in three months for his diabetes.
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
