Kori is here today because she tested positive for gonorrhea. She appears somewhat upset. She states why did not they just tell me that on the phone. They told me I had chlamydia. I reviewed her chart. She was given 2 g of azithromycin to take it one time. She states she did that. She tells me she knows exactly when she got gonorrhea. She has husband who has been probably having unprotected sex with males. She is getting a divorce. I discussed disseminated gonorrhea and told her because we did not know the exact time frame. I would like to air with caution and go ahead and give her a gram of ceftriaxone instead of 250 mg she is amenable to that. I also told her she will probably be hearing from the county. I discussed transmission. Discussed that she needs to tell any sexually partners that she has had gonorrhea. Also, I explained to her that having gonorrhea puts her at higher risks for other STDs so we need to check her for HIV I-II, hepatitis B, hepatitis C, and cephalus. She is amenable to that.

ASSESSMENT:

.MP: Gonorrhea.

PLAN: Greater than or equal to 25 minutes was spent in regards to counseling, coordination, and care. Over half this time is spent in face-to-face time with the patient. HIV I-II was drawn. Hepatitis C antibody. We repeated the gonorrhea and chlamydia, hepatitis B surface antigen, and cephalus were all drawn. 1 g ceftriaxone was given. She is already received 2 g of azithromycin.
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
