Pulses: Good upstroke. Tibial and dorsalis pedis pulses 2+/4 bilaterally.

Neuro: Gait is normal. Reflexes 2+/4 bilaterally. Strength 5+/5 bilaterally.

.OP: Wheeze.

PLAN: Continue with inhalers. See Rx, side effects discussed. Risks, benefits, and alternatives were reviewed. Return to clinic if symptoms worsen or persist.
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
