12. Easily stressed. She sees Dr. Stoglin for anxiety disorder/depression. She was previously seen by Dr. Islam who is a primary care doctor. She comes in seeking a new doctor. Her diastolic blood pressure is elevated. She is on numerous anxiety medications. She is on BuSpar, atenolol, and olanzapine.

She comes to the clinic with the aforementioned problems. In light of her fatigue, I am going to check her labs chem-12, CBC, TSH, B12, folate, vitamin D level, and cholesterol level. We will do a Boston Heart cholesterol check. I am going to do EKG and echo due to chest pain she would be served well by doing a stress test. We will look at these results of the pulmonary studies. She complains of cough. I am going to do a chest x-ray *___________01:52___________*, however, I told her to switch to a decaffeinated soda. I have given her GERD precaution sheet. I have given her dietary sheet. She denies any nausea, vomiting, fever, chills, headaches, or dizziness. She has some blurred vision. Positive chest pain. No focal motor or sensory deficits. No skin rashes or skin lesions. No abdominal pain. No frequency, urgency, dysuria, melena, or hematochezia. No polydipsia, polyuria, or polyphagia. No heat or cold intolerance. She does not have a flu shot and does want it. She has had a colonoscopy in 2008 by Dr. *_________02:26________* it was clear. She has had a mammogram two years ago. We will schedule a mammogram. She does not want the flu shot. She has had endometriosis. She has had a total hysterectomy.
