1. Vitamin D deficiency.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Left ventricular hypertrophy, diastolic dysfunction, left atrial enlargement, and tricuspid regurgitation.

5. Glaucoma.

6. Morbid obesity.

7. Postmenopausal status.

8. Breast cancer status post left mastectomy in 2009, negative nodes. The patient had six rounds of chemo. She sees Dr. Weinburger.

The patient comes to the clinic with the aforementioned problems. She is going to get her vitamin D level done today; it was low. The patient has been compliant with her low-salt and low-cholesterol diet. She is compliant with her hypertensive medications. She seems to be tolerating the Lipitor okay without any muscle aches or pains. She denies any nausea, vomiting, fever, chills, headaches, dizziness, blurred vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, frequency, urgency, dysuria, melena, hematochezia, diarrhea, or constipation. No sore throat, earaches, or runny nose. No focal motor or sensory deficits. No skin rashes or skin lesions. The patient has lost 6 pounds since last visit. She seems to be doing quite well. We will check her vitamin D level. We will have her come back in a couple of months. We will go over the results. For further recommendations, see clinic note in chart. The patient is to continue with her current medications. We will continue giving her vitamin D every two weeks for the time being. Continue with her current regimen of Lipitor and Hyzaar. We will get the patient a flu shot today as well.
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
