The patient is an 80-year-old Caucasian male who comes to the clinic.

CHIEF COMPLAINT:
1. Elevated blood pressure.

2. Elevated glucose of 101.

3. Low vitamin D of 16.1.

4. Elevated alkaline phosphatase at 374.

5. Elevated bilirubin of 1.6.

6. Elevated AST of 127.

7. Hypertension.

8. BPH.

9. Status post pacemaker.

The patient previously has been diagnosed with liver cancer, hepatocellular primary liver cancer, has seen Dr. Weinberger. He has seen Dr. Massengale in Shreveport, Louisiana, who is an oncologist in Shreveport. The patient reports stomach swelling. He does not have any pedal edema. He is concerned about his cholesterol. He is tolerating p.o. intake. He is having bowel movements. Denies any malaise, lethargy, or fatigue. Denies any nausea, vomiting, fever, chills, headaches, dizziness, blurred vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, frequency, urgency, dysuria, melena, hematochezia, diarrhea, or constipation. No sore throat, earaches, or runny nose. No focal motor or sensory deficits. No skin rashes or skin lesions. The patient did not want chemotherapy per Dr. Weinberger due to it not being curative. The patient still does not want chemotherapy and wants to keep on going like he is. We will respect the patient’s wishes. We will treat him symptomatically. I will have the patient come back in one month for followup. For further recommendations, see clinic note in the chart. The patient still gets out and works in the yard. The patient has a history of BPH. It seems to be stable. No hesitancy. No nocturia. His blood pressure is elevated. He is taking his lisinopril and amlodipine. He seems to have no indigestion, sour stomach, belching or burping gas. GERD seems to be stable. He is taking his Protonix. Allergy seems to be stable. He is taking his Claritin. The patient with restless legs syndrome and he is taking his ropinirole without any problems.
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
