The patient wants a B12 shot. The patient with sinusitis and bronchitis, we will give him Robitussin A-C one teaspoon q.4-6h. p.r.n. cough, Allegra 180 mg q.d., Augmentin 875 mg twice a day, Mucinex 1200 mg twice a day, and Medrol Dosepak post cibum. The patient returns to clinic in two weeks for followup. I am going to give him 1 g Rocephin shot and 1 cc of Decadron shot. The patient is to get his pharmacy to fax the prescription needs then we will refill his prescriptions. For further recommendations, see clinic note in chart. The patient if his condition worsens or his symptoms worsen, we will consider doing a chest x-ray and sinus x-ray.
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The patient is to continue his current medications. Take his Prevacid 30 mg q.d. Denies any indigestion, sour stomach, belching, burping, or gas. He is compliant with his hypertensive medicines. He is to continue his Synthroid. Continue his Flomax for his BPH. Continue his BuSpar for his anxiety disorder seems to be stable. Continue Zetia and Pravachol for hyperlipidemia. We will make further recommendations after he comes back next visit.
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
