The patient is a 46-year-old Caucasian male who comes to the clinic with:

CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Elevated blood pressure.

2. Cough.

3. Sore throat.

4. Green sputum production.

5. Throat swelling.

6. Shortness of breath/dyspnea on exertion.

7. Status post fall on Monday 01/07/13. He was in a Dairy Queen, fell gone up the stairs, hit his head on the bathroom door, probably cause of action was black steps in shaded area. No property damage reported. The following day the patient went to the North Monroe ER due to pain of his left shoulder and right knee. Apparently, he had x-rays, which were unremarkable.

8. Neck pain.

9. Mid back pain.

10. Insomnia.

11. Vitamin D deficiency.

We gave him ergocalciferol. The patient does use q. week x 1 month and q. two weeks. I am going to do urine for microalbumin today and hemoglobin A1c. The patient apparently was at the Dairy Queen store and hit a step dark on shaded steps. The patient apparently has injury to his left shoulder and right knee. The patient’s left shoulder is still hurting and right knee is still hurting. Apparently, he had x-rays at North Monroe Hospital, which was unremarkable. Sugars are in the 115 range. He checks his sugars once a day. The patient does not want any x-rays today. We will give him 1 g Tylenol q.6h. p.r.n. pain and Advil 200 mg t.i.d. one to two pills t.i.d. For his sinusitis, I am going to give him Augmentin 875 mg twice a day for 10 days, Robitussin A-C one teaspoon q.4-6h., p.r.n. cough, Medrol Dosepak post cibum, Mucinex 1200 mg twice a day, Klonopin 0.25 mg q.h.s. for insomnia. The patient is to return to clinic in one to two weeks for followup. The patient denies any nausea, vomiting, fever, chills, headaches, dizziness, blurred vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, frequency, urgency, or dysuria. No melena, hematochezia, diarrhea, or constipation. Positive sore throat. No earaches. Positive runny nose. Positive sinus congestion. Positive nasal congestion. Positive malaise, lethargy, and fatigue.
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
