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CC: Dysuria. Check urine.

HPI: This is a 62-year-old white male with the above. He had bladder infection. It started over the weekend. No fever or chills. No nausea or vomiting. He has some burning upon urination.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. General Appearance: NAD. Abdomen: Obese. No CVA tenderness.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: This is a 62-year-old white male with the above. He had positive leukocytes and positive nitrites. We are going to send for culture. Gave him Cipro for a week and cranberry juice. If he is not better, we will reassess.
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
