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CC: Right shoulder pain, followup on hypertension, and nephropathy.

HPI: A 96-year-old white male with the above. He has done okay. He has shoulder wall pain and it hurts. He cannot move it because of pain. No injury. No trauma. Otherwise, he has done good. He has chronic back pain. He has some skin cancer then he went to Greenville for.

ROS: Otherwise negative.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. General Appearance: NAD. Elderly white male. Neck: No JVDs. Cardiac: RRR. Distant heart sounds. Lungs: Low lung volume. Abdomen: Nontender. Extremities: No DVT. Right shoulder, minimal decreased range of motion and sometimes anteriorly.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: A 96-year-old white male with the above. For his shoulder, this was injected with good results. For his blood pressure, it is excellent. For his nephropathy, it is stable. No need for intervention. I kept him on same medication. I will see him back otherwise in four months or if needed.

PROCEDURE NOTE: After obtaining the appropriate verbal consent, the right shoulder was cleaned in the usual sterile way and using the anterior approach the space was introduced and around 1 cc of Kenalog and 2 cc of Xylocaine injected with good result.
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
