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CC: Memory loss test and check blood sugar.

HPI: A 50-year-old white male with the above. A few years ago, he may have some memory loss that was transient because of Splenda. He recovered and had no consequences. He said he is fine. No memory loss whatsoever. He is active. He feels great. No other acute issues. His abnormal liver tests likely due to his Vytorin. He denies any risk factors for any hepatitis. No other acute Medicare issues.

ROS: GI: Negative. Neuro: Negative. Constitutional: Negative.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. General Appearance: NAD. Healthy male. Neck: Supple. No JVD. Cardiac: RRR. No tachycardia. Lungs: Clear. Abdomen: Nontender. No hepatomegaly. Extremities: There is edema.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: Medically stable. He passed his mental status test with 30. No signs of any memory problem. I think it was fluke. No need for further workup. His LFT is high, like to use medication. We will monitor. Sugar is 110, non-fasting which is good. I will see him back otherwise as scheduled.
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
