HPI: An 85-year-old female for followup. She is doing well. No acute issues. She had a surgery on her neck that was benign lesion. She feels fine. She is taking her medication. No chest pain. No shortness of breath. Overall, she has done good.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. General Appearance: NAD. Neck: No JVD. 
Cardiac: RRR. No tachycardia. Distant heart sounds. Lungs: Clear. Abdomen: Obese. Extremities: right leg, lymphedema.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: An 85-year-old female doing well. Review of systems is benign. Vitals are good. I am happy with the progress. No need for blood work. Check INR regularly. We will see her back otherwise in three months for followup.
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
