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CC: Still shortness of breath, on treatment.

HPI: An 84-year-old white male with the above. He has some shortness of breath. He is some better, but not completely. I treated him with COPD exacerbation. Cough is better. Wheezing is less and no other acute issues.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. His sats are 95%. General Appearance: NAD. Neck: No lymph node. Cardiac: RRR. No tachycardia. Lungs: Occasional wheezing. Good aeration.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: An 84-year-old male with the above. We talked about the option. I gave him another treatment. Given the prednisone taper. I told him that he needs to take his inhaler that he should. We will see him back otherwise as scheduled.
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
