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CC: Chest wall pain.

HPI: This is a 28-year-old healthy male with the above. He has chest wall pain. It hurts to move. He has sprained or strained muscle he thinks. No angina. No palpitations. No shortness of breath. No cough. No hemoptysis. No other acute issues.

PMH: Negative.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.

SH: Occasional alcohol. Otherwise negative.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. General Appearance: NAD. A healthy male. Obese. Neck: No JVDs. Cardiac: RRR. No tachycardia. Distant heart sounds. Lungs: Clear. Abdomen: Nontender. Extremities: No edema.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: Medically stable except for this chest wall pain. I think this is just musculoskeletal. No need for further workup. Motrin and Tylenol. If he is not better, we will have to reassess.
