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CC: Check leg.

HPI: A 57-year-old black female with the above. She has had left leg pain, which is better, but not clear. She wants to see a specialist that her legs hurt. Her back hurts some.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal except pulse rate initially 120. When she is to run, it was 104 regular. No ectopy. Cardiac: RRR. No tachycardia. Lungs: Clear. Legs: No DVT, right leg.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: A 57-year-old female. She is some better, but not completely. I think it is gout. Referred to Dr. Holms. Monitor her heart rate. We will see her back otherwise as scheduled.
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
