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CC: Chest cold, rattling in the chest, and wheezing.

HPI: A 39-year-old black male with the above. He has had this bad cold. He has been coughing. He has been rattling in the chest. He went to work and could not do it. He reports some shortness of breath. Unfortunately, he is a smoker. He drinks at times. He states that the cough syrup is not helping. He reports that he feels bad. He denies any hemoptysis. He has some chest pain when he coughs.

ROS: Respiratory: As above. Constitutional: As above. GI: Negative. Heme: Negative. Neuro: Negative.

PSH: Negative.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATION: Robitussin AC.

SH: No more drinking like before, but he does smoke.

FH: There is hypertension and heart failure.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. Sats are normal. General Appearance: NAD. Tachypneic. Black male. Neck: No JVDs. Mouth: Moist. Anicteric. Cardiac: RRR. Borderline tachycardia. Lungs: Wheezing and rhonchi. Low-lung volume. Abdomen: Nontender. Extremities: No DVT. Neuro: Alert and oriented.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: A 39-year-old male with the above. I gave him neb treatment that helped some. I think he has terrific chest x-ray and he could have pneumonia. He has bronchitis and also asthma exacerbation. Gave him prednisone taper and Levaquin. No work till Tuesday. I told him if he is not better, we will have to reassess.
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
