CC: Followup on hospitalization.

HPI: This is a 79-year-old black female with the above. Followup on hospitalization, she told me that she is doing better. She has insomnia. She is recovering slowly. She had a surgery on polyps and had had hemicolectomy. She had atrial fibrillation and MI. She was transferred to Pitt and she did well. No other intervention. Medications were adjusted. She told me she is doing good except for insomnia. No chest pain. No acute shortness of breath. Abdominal pain is minimal. She is moving her bowel. Appetite is picking up. Overall, no fever or chills. She has done very well otherwise. She also was transfused.

ROS: Cardiac: Negative now. Respiratory: Negative. Psyche: Insomnia. Otherwise negative. Heme: Negative. Constitutional: Negative. GI: Minimal abdominal pain at the wound.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed. Discharge summary is reviewed. Hospital records were reviewed.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. General Appearance: NAD. Overweight black female. Neck: No JVDs. Mouth moist. Sclarea anicteric. Cardiac: RRR. No tachycardia. There is a murmur 2/6. No rub.. No gallop. Lungs: Clear. Abdomen: Nontender. There is a midline scar is well healed. Extremities: No DVT. No edema. Neuro: Alert and oriented. Pleasant.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: A 79-year-old female is doing well. I am happy with her progress. She did have an MI but workup has been negative. She feels fine. No sequelae. For insomnia, gave her Ambien. Continue with the medication. She is on excellent medical regimen. She will follow up with Dr. Massey. I will see her back in a month for followup or if needed.
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
