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CC: Followup on abnormal blood sugar, also rash in her neck, and allergies.

HPI: A 73-year-old female with the above. She told me that she has little bit of rash in her neck. She wants something to use on it. She also reports some sneezing, runny nose. Now, she has some allergy and congestion. She is fasting for some blood work. Given her sugar was 168 and she just not sure if she ate that morning.

ROS: Otherwise negative.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. General Appearance: NAD. Neck: No lymph node. Cardiac: RRR. Lungs: Clear. Left neck with rash __________ eczema.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: A 73-year-old black female with the above. For her rash, I gave her triamcinolone cream. She has this already at home. No need for other intervention ___________ suspicious. For her sugar, it was excellent at 97, so no need for intervention. For her allergies, take Claritin. We will see her back otherwise as scheduled.
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
