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CC: Cough, chest pain, fatigue, shortness of breath, and hypoxia.

HPI: This is a 76-year-old white male is soon to be 77 with multiple medical problems is here with the above. He is rather poor historian. He is here with his caretaker. The patient has been having progressed shortness of breath. He is always short of breath. ___26_____ bloody things. He reports that he has not had any other frank hemoptysis. He hurts all over mostly in his back and chest. He feels tired. He had no energy. He told me that he has cough. He thinks he had pneumonia. He was in the hospital not long ago last year in December and had extensive workup. They put him on oxygen. He admits that it did help some. He reports no orthopnea. He has chronic PNDs. No other acute problems.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative. He is not drinking or smoking.

ALLERGIES: Reported again to be none.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. Sat 84% on two liters; on three, he went up to 90-91%. General Appearance: Older than age. He does not look acutely ill or tachypneic. Neck: No JVDs. Mouth moist. Cardiac: Irregular rate and rhythm. No tachycardia. No distant heart sounds. No gallop. Lungs: Low lung volume. No wheeze or crackle. Abdomen: Obese. Nontender. Extremities: Trace edema. No DVT. Neuro: Alert and oriented. 

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: A 76-year-old male with the above. He may have pneumonia. He may have CHF decompensation. Pleural effusion. He does not want to go to the hospital. He said he has been ended up in the hospital. I went ahead and told him to be on Avelox. I told him about cough syrup and Mucinex. Increase his oxygen to three liters. I did his potassium. He was hypokalemic in the hospital. I did his INR. It was slightly up. I adjusted his medication, none for today, and adjust it later. I will see him back in couple of days. We will do a chest x-ray. I told him if any worsening symptoms, we will seek medical attention. I think his chest pain is respiratory. He is to stay away from the salt. I will see him back in few days or if needed.
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
