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CC: Followup on hospitalization with syncope.

HPI: A 66-year-old male with the above. He is deaf and mute. Most of the history obtained from staff and records. I reviewed hospital records. He had syncope. He was in the hospital. It was found to be over medication. He had no seizures. No loss of consciousness since. He has done okay. As per staff in the rest home, he has done very well. No complaints. He is pleasant. He had no pain. No shortness of breath.

ROS: Otherwise negative.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed. ER record and hospital record are reviewed.

LABS: Reviewed.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. General Appearance: NAD. Neck: No JVDs. Cardiac: RRR. There is a murmur. Lungs: Clear. Abdomen: Nontender. Extremities: No DVT. Neuro: Alert and pleasant. He walks with a walker. He also walks with a cane.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: A 66-year-old male with the above. Workup in the ER and hospital are reviewed. No need for acute intervention. Labs and medication are reviewed. We will continue with the same. He has some nephropathy. We will keep an eye on that. ___________. His vitals are good. He had no seizures. He will followup with neurology. I will not need to see him back till few months or if needed.
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
