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CC: Followup on ER, questionable cellulitis.

HPI: A 51-year-old male with the above. He went to ER. He has had rash and redness on his right upper quadrant area. It itches bad. I think they gave him some medicine, but he did not fill it. He is better on it is own. It still itches. It is little bit scaly, but he had no fever. No chills. No pain. This is like itching. He does not feel sick.

MEDICATIONS: Now unchanged. His medication that were given to him ________ prescription including Keflex and Atarax and other cortisone cream.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. General Appearance: NAD. Cardiac: RRR. Lungs: Clear. Abdomen: Nontender. Right upper quadrant. There is minimal fine eczema like rash. No cellulitis. No rash. Suspicious of shingles. No ulceration.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: This is a 40-year-old male with the above. We talked about the options. I think it is rash. I do not think it is anything infectious or shingles. I will continue with the hydrocortisone. He is going to fill it. And also I told him to get Atarax. I will see him back if he is not better.
