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CC: Followup on back pain.

HPI: A 36-year-old female with the above. She is followup on back pain. She told me she is some better but she still cannot do her work. She still sometimes in the wheelchair. The pain is at time more severe. Medication do help, but she ran out of Percocet and Flexeril. She said that she has not had any more significant numbness or bowel or bladder incontinence or no weakness. No other acute problems. No side effects from the medications.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. General Appearance: NAD. Flexion is limited due to pain. Gait is slow. Motor and sensory are intact.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: A 36-year-old female with the above. We ___2.11____. Refilled her Percocet, given #40 pill. Refilled Flexeril #30 and stay off work. See her back in a week. I do not think ___2.20_________I do not expect that this is going to less. It is mostly musculoskeletal, not nerve damage at this time. Her MRI finding unlikely chronic __2.25____ simple type of injury. The patient did not fall, hit her back, or did not lift. She just bend over and sit up.
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
