HPI: This is a 52-year-old black male with the above. He is followup on automobile accident. He was driving his truck for work and another car is hit ________. He said at that time he had some neck pain and headache but did not have any direct injury. As far as he could remember, he ended in the emergency room and workup has been negative. He has some neck pain and headache but not severe. He wants some pain medicine. He has some swelling in the left upper maxillary area but he does not know somewhat. He denies any head trauma directly. He reports no bruising. He reports no loss of consciousness. No dizziness. He had seatbelt. No airbag deployed. It was not a speeding car. He was otherwise doing okay until this.

ROS: Neuro: As above. Musculoskeletal: As above. Constitutional: Negative.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reported to be negative 

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Knee, eye, and right hand.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: He was given a prescription in ER, muscle relaxant and NSAIDs.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. General Appearance: NAD. Head: Atraumatic, except minimal swelling in left maxillary area. No tenderness. Mouth: Poor dentition. Cardiac: RRR. Lungs: Clear. Neck: Full range of motion. Neuro: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: A healthy male with the above. I want treat him with his pain medicine, muscle relaxant, limited his work. See him back in a week. No need for imaging at this time. if any worsening symptoms, we will reassess.
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
