PURPOSE OF DICTATION

Monthly MCP visitation.

The patient was seen and evaluated today reporting that she feels well, but asking to have the prescription for antibiotics for her cough, which is persisted despite the absence of any phlegm or discoloration because of her inability to afford the prescription previously, which was for Zithromax.  Her physical examination at the time the patient was seen reveals blood pressure is 141/63.  She is afebrile.  She presented with the pressure of 138/97.  She was up 2.9 kilograms and having gone 0.8 kilograms below her dry weight on the previous run with the stable pressure at that time of 149/66 for which we will consider an adjustment.  The patient runs for 3 hours at a flow rate of 400 by prescription, which has yielded an eKdrt of 3.15.  Her potassium level is 5.9 running on a 2K and 2.5 calcium bath.  Her albumin concentration is suboptimal at 3.9, but with an emPCR of 1.47 for which she will continue to receive supplements if possible.  The patient remains on calcitriol to support calcium concentration with the PTH level of 315.  Her hemoglobin is 10.8 at this time currently receiving Epogen by protocol 2600 units for which we will give her a prescription for her Zithromax, possibly reduce her dry weight by 0.5 kilograms to accommodate the weight gain, but make no other changes at this time.
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
