PURPOSE OF DICTATION

Monthly MCP visitation.

The patient was seen and evaluated on dialysis today with the blood pressure of 138/48, heart rate of 56 and regular.  The patient presented with the pressure of 137/50.  She was up 1.2 kilograms having gone out near her dry weight on the previous run with 0.6 kilos at which time her pressure was noted to be 110/48.  She made necessitated increase in dry weight by approximately 0.5 kilos and this will need to be followed.  The remainder her physical examination is unremarkable and inspection of her right arm brachiocephalic AV fistula shows that it is currently delivering a flow rate of 350 by prescription for which the patient runs for 3 hours and 30 minutes.  My concern is that there is a slightly high negative arterial pressure to attain this flow, which might necessitate institution of repeat fistulogram in view of her history of arterial stenosis.

Additional parameters at this time show potassium level of 4.6 running on a 3K bath with an albumin of 3.7 and emPCR of 0.55 for which she continues to receive supplementation for her hypoalbuminemic condition.  Therefore, with her hemoglobin of 10.4 in range currently receiving Epogen at 1200 units the only concerns are slightly necessity for increased dry weight and a consideration that the fistulogram may be necessary.  Repeat access flow will be obtained to determine if there is any demunition at this time that we may have to address.
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
