PURPOSE OF DICTATION

Monthly MCP visitation.

The patient was seen and evaluated presenting today with a pressure of 109/56.  Heart rate is 79 and regular and a temperature of 97.8.  Soon upon arrival the nurse informed me to look at the patient’s left cath where there was a round punctate blackened area with surrounding erythema and induration, but no fluctuance, this is apparently a bug bite that had previously been treated with doxycycline and followed by a dermatologist, but clearly appeared to be forming an early abscess for which the patient will have cultures obtained, will be given vancomycin and be placed on Levaquin and be referred to Dr. Brian Smith with for the purposes of a possible I&D of fluctuance that developed.

The patient was up approximately 3.6 kilograms above his anticipated target weight having gone out of this target weight on the previous run.  The patient’s physical examination reveals minimal rales.  Cardiac exam, regular rate and rhythm with 3/6 systolic ejection murmur.  Abdomen is negative.  His lower extremities show that his left lower extremity had +2 edema with some erythema about the calf with a small dime shaped blackened central area with indurations surrounding, but no fluctuance.  The patient denied any chills at this time and at the time the patient was seen slightly into dialysis his pressure remains stable at 99/58.  He is currently delivering a flow rate of 400, which is his prescribed flow rate utilizing a right ulnar basilic AV fistula with acceptable negative of arterial pressures for which he runs for 4 hours yielding an eKdrt that is adequate at 1.37.

The patient runs on a 3K 2.5 calcium bath with the potassium of 4.9, calcium 9.4, and albumin of 4.1.  His hemoglobin is 10.7 at this time receiving Epogen at 1200 units per treatment.  Therefore, other than vancomycin and Levaquin and a referral to surgeon with I&D followup of his left thigh calf we will make no changes in his current dialysis prescription.
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
