PURPOSE OF DICTATION

Monthly MCP visitation.

The patient reports that he is feeling fine.  The patient presented today with an initial pressure of 139/61, heart rate of approximately 80 and regular up 0.6 kilograms having gone out on the previous occurrence of about 5.5 less than his dry weight, which will be an adjustment change that will be made today.

The patient’s physical examination is unremarkable.  He is without complaints, seems to be dialyzing well at a prescribed flow rate of 425, which is being attained with acceptable pressures for which the patient runs for 4 hours yielding an eKdrt at this time that is acceptable at 1.42.  The patient’s albumin concentration is 4.3 with the potassium level of 5.5 running on a 2K bath.  Calcium and phosphorus are appropriate range and PTH is up to 331 currently receiving Zemplar at 2 mcg twice a week, which will be adjusted by our dietitian.

The patient’s hemoglobin is in range at 10.2; therefore, other than a reduction in dry weight by 0.5 and an adjustment in his current dose of Zemplar we will make no other changes in his current dialysis prescription.
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
