PURPOSE OF DICTATION

Monthly MCP visitation.

The patient was quite jovial today presenting with an initial pressure of 174/91, up 4 kilos having gone out last time at 0.2 below his dry weight with the acceptable pressure.  The patient has had titration upward with his oral medications recently and at the time he was seen his pressure was running approximately at 149/77.  He was currently dialyzing at the flow rate of 450 by prescription for which he runs 4 hours yielding an eKdrt of 1.51, the potassium level of 5.1 running on a 2K and 2calcium bath.  Calcium and phosphorus are currently pending at this time with an albumin concentration of 4.4 receiving no supplements and excellent an emPCR and hemoglobin of 10.9 currently receiving Epogen at 2800 units.  Therefore, other than observing any symptoms of shortness of breath and possible further titration upward of antihypertensive medications, we will make no other changes in his current dialysis prescription.
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
