PURPOSE OF DICTATION

Monthly MCP visitation.

The patient was seen and evaluated awakened easily today presenting hypertensive earlier with the pressure of 204/91, which is somewhat unusual.  His heart rate is 82 and regular on presentation and at the time he was seen his pressure was 130/63, heart rate of 78 and regular, currently dialyzing at a flow rate of 400, which is his prescribed flow rate for 4 hours utilizing a left upper arm brachiocephalic AV fistula delivering excellent flow at this time with acceptable pressures for which he runs for 4 hours yielding efficiency of characteristics of an eKdrt of 1.45.  His physical examination reveals clear lung fields.  Cardiac exam, regular rate and rhythm.  Extremities reveal a BK stump, which was not examined.  His other extremities showed no edema.  His weight gain was 1.8 kilos and he had attained his dry weight on the previous run with a stable pressure at that time of 141/56.

The patient runs on a 3K 2calcium bath with the potassium level of 5 and calcium of 9.6.  His phosphorus is 7.1 for which we will intensify his phosphate binders and we will increase the patient’s Zemplar now at 3 mcg per treatment in view of PTH level of 459.  His albumin is stable at 4.5.  Therefore, we will make no changes in his current dialysis prescription other than attention to his phosphorus and PTH issues.
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
