PURPOSE OF DICTATION

Monthly MCP visitation.

The patient was asked immediately how is his cough since he has had persistent cough receiving numerous antibiotic treatments, schooling regarding reeducation in the use of marijuana, and a chest x-ray showing only mild atelectasis.  The patient reports that it is little better, it is scant, it is clear and is non-foul smelling and he will be seeing a pulmonologist at the end of the month for additional evaluation including pulmonary functions. He presented today with the pressure that was elevated at 177/109.  The patient refuses to take antihypertensives prior to treatment because of drops in pressure and at that time he was seen his pressure was down to 170/90.  He was up 2.1 kilograms above his anticipated target weight having gone out 0.4 less than his weight on the previous occurrence.  The patient has a suboptimal eKdrt on 116 of 1.18 because he runs a shortened dialysis, which he has been schooled not to do so.  His current prescription for 3 hours and 45 minutes may need to be adjusted.  We will repeat his EKdrt to confirm that we have an appropriate time.  Additionally, the patient’s level of potassium was 6.9 and on repeat was down to 5.6 running at this time on a 1K 2.5 calcium bath with the calcium level of 9.3.  Dietitian will see the patient regarding excessive potassium intake.  His albumin is 3.8 and slightly suboptimal at this time, which also will be addressed.

Therefore, there is what appeared to be some disturbance going on, which is pulmonary in nature, persistent cough, some bronchorrhea which is now cleared in its appearance with antibiotics, will need to be seen by a pulmonologist near the end of the month.  I will discuss further with this patient for signing out early, repeat his eKdrt and possibly increasing back to 4 hours of treatment if necessary.
