PURPOSE OF DICTATION

Monthly MCP visitation.

The patient was seen and evaluated on dialysis presenting today afebrile with a pressure of 155/86.  He was up 1.6 kilograms with a change of 2.5 kilograms having gone out above his dry weight by approximately 0.8 kilograms on the last run.  His physical examination at this time reveals little facial edema.  His catheter, which was an IJ catheter currently being utilized at this time because of the removal of a left forearm infected graft following a aneurysmal rupture for which he has just necessitated recent hospitalization and remains on Cipro.  The patient did have low-grade temparature earlier in the week, but is currently afebrile today with improvement in the appearance of wound having been given a supplemental dose of vancomycin as well.

His lung fields reveal minimal rales.  Cardiac exam, regular rate and rhythm.  His abdomen revealed a PEG site, which did not appear to be infected at this time and his extremities revealed no significant edema.  Inspection of his left forearm where he had the removal of the access showed that it was bandaged, warm and dry and reports from his daughter, which is technician here in the dialysis unit are that it is improved.  The patient is being followed up by Dr. Brian Smith.

His hemoglobin concentration is noted to be 10.7 currently receiving Epogen at 2800 units by protocol with the potassium level of 4.9 running on a 3K 2 calcium bath.  Calcium of 9.9 with PTH level up to 754 for which his Zemplar will be intensified.  He is currently at 5 mcg per treatment as well as receiving Sensipar 30 mg p.o. q.d. at home.  His albumin concentration is suboptimal at 3.6 for which he will be considered for supplements, but his emPCR of 0.98 suggesting that his catabolic rate related to recent infection is in part related to his hypoalbuminemia condition.

Therefore, other than careful observation to attempt to attain his dry weight, which is new, watching his diet and careful followup of his left forearm infection with the plan for future access.  We will make no other changes in his current dialysis prescription or plan.
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
