PURPOSE OF DICTATION

Monthly MCP visitation.

The patient was seen and evaluated today currently about to be initiated on dialysis.  The patient presented today with a stable blood pressure of approximately 140/80.  His physical examination immediately revealed some fusiform swelling of the left arm, which currently delivered excellent access flow of 2000, acceptable negative venous pressures of 80 and flow rates that achieved a eKdrt of 1.42 on his prescription of 4 hours at a flow rate of 400.  The patient will have repeat access flow and consideration that there may be a proximal stenosis that may be impeding flow such as in the great vessels that is leading to his venous hypertension, but at the present with his large intradialytic weight gain today of greater than 3 kilograms we will attempt to ultrafilter him and follow this arm.  Remainder of his physical examination shows no evidence of gross volume overload other than periorbital edema.  His lung fields are clear.  His lower extremities showed no edema.  He is currently dialyzing as we said for 4 hours on a 3K 3 calcium bath yielding a potassium level of 4.2.  Calcium is currently at this time, but the PTH levels are 116 suggesting no significant secondary hyperparathyroidism.  His albumin concentration is 3.8 with low emPCR of 0.79 for which we will continue supplementation with this patient.

Therefore, all parameters of efficiency seemed to be met including his hemoglobin of 10.9 currently at this time on Epogen at 2600 units with the exception of his albumin where we will need to have supplementations and the swelling of his access in his left arm.  Calcium continues to be supported with calcitriol and Zone Perfect Protein Bars continues to supplement his albumin.  Therefore, we are going to observe ultrafiltration, arm elevation with the repeat access flow for possible fistulogram necessary for left upper arm swelling.
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
