PURPOSE OF DICTATION

Monthly MCP visitation.

The patient was seen and evaluated currently on dialysis sleeping and awakened easily reporting that he feels fine.  Blood pressure at the time he was seen was approximately 133/66.  Pulse rate of 66 and regular after presenting with the pressure of 144/74 up 2.4 kilos above his anticipated dry weight.  The patient had attained his dry weight on the previous run with the stable pressure.  His physical examination reveals clear lung fields.  Cardiac exam, regular rate and rhythm with 3/6 systolic ejection murmur heard best on the left sternal border.  His abdomen was benign.  His extremities were without edema and inspection of his access, which was a left ulnar basilic wrist fistula showed that it is currently delivering a flow rate of 400 with acceptable pressures for which he runs 3 hours and 30 minutes yielding an eKdrt of 1.40.

The patient runs on a 3K 2.5 calcium bath with acceptable parameters of potassium and calcium.  His albumin concentration is 4.0 and his hemoglobin is 11.1 currently receiving no Epogen.  Therefore, we will make no changes in his current dialysis prescription.
