PURPOSE OF DICTATION

Monthly MCP visitation.

The patient was awakened easily today presented earlier with the pressure of only 92/61, but his weight change was 1.9 and he had only gained 0.4 having gone out slightly less with his dry weight on the previous occasion.  At that time, his pressure was 84/50.  His physical examination reveals clear lung fields.  Cardiac exam, regular rate and rhythm.  Distal stumps revealed no infection or swelling.  The patient currently runs for 4 hours at a flow rate by prescription of 400, which is being achieved yielding efficiency characteristics of an eKdrt of 1.55.  Potassium level of 4.9 running on a 2K with calcium of 7.8 adjusted though because of an albumin of 2.4.  His albumin is being supported with LiquaCel protein supplementation and careful observation of his dietary management.

In view of the stability of this patient’s physical examination what would appeared to be adequacy of his dialysis.  We will make no changes in his current dialysis prescription other than a strong consideration for a dry weight reduction of about 0.5 kilos.

ADDENDUM

The patient apparently had thrombosed his access just recently undergoing a fistulogram and PTA with recurrent venous out flow stenosis, which necessitated a dilatation, but now what appeared to have adequate flows.
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
