PURPOSE OF DICTATION

Monthly MCP visitation.

The patient was seen and evaluated during dialysis today approximately 2 hours into her treatment with a pressure of 99/62.  The patient presented up today 1.5 kilos having attained 2.2 kilos below her dry weight on the previous run with a stable pressure at that time of 100/57.

She presented today with the pressure of 136/72.  Heart rate of 80 and regular.  Her physical examination showed no gross volume overload and inspection of her right femoral graft showed no aneurysmal dilatation, signs of infection or swelling of the leg.  It was currently delivering a flow rate that was acceptable at 400 by prescription for which she runs 3 hours and 30 minutes yielding efficiency characteristics of an eKdrt of 1.77.

The patient runs on a 2K 2.5 calcium bath with calcium and potassium in the appropriate range at 9 and 5.0 respectively.  The patient’s albumin concentration is 4.2 with the hemoglobin of 11.6 currently receiving Epogen at 1600 units, which will be adjusted by protocol.

Therefore, we will make no changes in the patient’s current dialysis prescription.
