PURPOSE OF DICTATION

Monthly MCP visitation.

The patient was seen and evaluated today having had some difficulty with access during the month, finally accomplishing adequacy, but with the plan for possible investigation of alternative sites.  The patient presented today with the pressure of 197/97, up approximately 5 kilos reporting that he had eaten a lot during the Super Bowl.  His blood pressure was stable at the time he was seen at approximately two hours into treatment at 147/79 and at a flow rate of 450 by prescription with acceptable pressures for which he runs for 5 hours yielding an eKdrt of 1.44.  His physical examination reveals no evidence gross volume overload and inspection of his left forearm brachiocephalic AV fistula revealed no aneurysmal dilatations or signs of infection.  The patient is running on a 2K, 2.5 calcium bath had an acceptable potassium level of 5.1 and calcium of 9.8.  The patient’s albumin was 4.0 with hemoglobin of 10 for which there will be no changes in his current dialysis prescription other than a proceeding ahead to investigations for access placement in his right arm versus alternatively revision to a graft in view of what appeared to be some difficulties with an aneurysm near the anastomosis, which has some stricture.
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
