PURPOSE OF DICTATION

Monthly MCP visitation.

The patient reports that he is feeling well.  The patient was seen on dialysis at this time presenting initially with the pressure of 143/80.  Heart rate of 78 and regular.  At the time the patient was seen and examined on dialysis, which was approximately 20-30 minutes into his treatment, the patient’s blood pressure was noted to be clinically stable at approximately 130/68 with some difficulty with his chair side, which might necessitate us moving to paper today.  The patient had been going on near his dry weight without difficulties.  His physical examination reveals clear lung fields.  Cardiac exam, regular rate and rhythm with the 3/6 systolic ejection murmur heard best at the base.  No diastolic murmur could be heard.  Inspection of his left upper arm brachiocephalic AV fistula showed that it is currently delivering a flow rate of 400 with acceptable pressures for which he runs for 4 hours yielding an eKdrt of 1.51.  Albumin level is suboptimal at 3.6 with an emPCR of 1.06 for which he will continue on supplements Nepro with carb steady protein 240 mL three times a week.  His potassium level is noted to be 5.2 running on a 3K and 2 calcium bath with calcium and phosphorus currently pending and a PTH level of 364 currently on Zemplar at 6 mcg for which strong consideration may need to be made for institution of Sensipar therapy.

Therefore, in view of the characteristics at this time, we will follow up his calcium and phosphorus, make no other changes in his current dialysis prescription and follow the patient along.
