PURPOSE OF DICTATION

Monthly MCP visitation.

The patient was seen and evaluated early into the initiation of his dialysis treatment just starting having needles placed at this time, presenting with the pressure today of 141/65, up 2.3 kilograms.  Clinically, stable at this time with clear lung fields.  Cardiac exam, regular rate and rhythm.  Extremities showing no lower extremity edema and inspection of his right arm loop graft shows no aneurysmal dilatations or signs of infection.  The patient’s prescription for him to run for 4 hours at the flow rate of 400 has yielded efficiency characteristics of an eKdrt of 1.85.  His potassium level is 4.9 running on a 3K and 2 calcium bath.  Calcium and phosphorus are currently pending at this time.  Hemoglobin is 12.3 currently receiving no Epogen and no Venofer therapy.  The patient’s albumin is 4.3 and emPCR is 0.87.  Therefore, we will make no changes in his current dialysis prescription.  Followup calcium, phosphorus and PTH will be determined.
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
