SUBJECTIVE: He was admitted to the Southern Tennessee Medical Center last week with flu like illness, temperature of 101.5, nausea, vomiting, and diarrhea, unable to keep anything down. While he was in the hospital, he developed cellulitis of his left leg.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He does have known past history of coronary artery disease, hyperlipidemia, diverticulosis, dementia, lymphocytic cystitis, and hypertension.

ALLERGIES: ACE inhibitors, quinidine, IV contrast, and Keflex.

MEDICATIONS: He takes aspirin, ranitidine, metoprolol, amlodipine, Reglan, Exelon patch, and Entocort.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: On chart.

OBJECTIVE: Blood pressure 138/74. Pulse 72. Temp 97.5. Weight 148 pounds. HEENT is unremarkable. Heart sounds are regular. Lungs are clear. No edema. Abdomen is soft. He does have a rash on his left lower extremity, which is scaly with some edema of the left leg.

ASSESSMENT: He has probably eczema of his left leg.

PLAN: I am going to try to continue the cream, which he is using, which is Cloderm, have him elevated. Continue all medications. Have him follow up with me in approximately one week. We reviewed all his medicines and care of his left leg. I reviewed all past and present medical problems, allergies, and treatments in this patient’s medical record during this patient’s visit. Patient education relevant to this patient’s problems was given.
