She has been placed on Coreg and Advair. She also has been using oxygen several liters and has had a nebulizer, which she has not been able to afford.

OBJECTIVE: Blood pressure 120/85. Pulse 60. Temp 96. Weight 132 pounds. Height 5’2”. HEENT is unremarkable. Heart sounds are regular. Lungs have few rhonchi. Abdomen is soft. No edema. O2 sat is 95% on room air.

ASSESSMENT: Markedly improved.

PLAN: We refilled her medicines and see her within four weeks. We will check blood work. Follow her liver function. Follow her pulmonary function. I reviewed all past and present medical problems, allergies, and treatments in this patient’s medical record during this patient’s visit.
