Your patient with history of nephrectomy and hypertension is evaluated in followup. Overall, she is feeling well. She denies any new complaints. No chest pain or shortness of breath.

Physical Examination: Vital Signs: Her blood pressure is 160/100. Lungs: Clear. Abdomen: Soft. Extremities: She has no edema.

Laboratory Evaluation: Her creatinine is 1.1. The rest of the labs are unremarkable.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD, stage II, secondary to left nephrectomy following trauma during the time she had hysterectomy. The patient has a very stable renal function over the last 18 months.

2. Hypertension. Her blood pressure is not controlled and the patient has run out of her medicine. So, I stressed the importance of adhering to her medicine.

3. The patient will be reevaluated on annual basis.
